Independent Safeguarding Authority [ISA]
All clubs should be aware that further updates are being rolled out this month from ISA.  The County Safeguarding Officer will be attending the next update in London.  Information gathered from that meeting will be issued via the SCBA website.

Following the bad press of the launch last year, Ed Balls, Secretary of State asked for elements of the new Vetting & Barring Scheme to be reviewed.  This has taken place and some key changes have been put forward by the committee chairman, Sir Roger Singleton.  I am expecting these changes to be officially launched at the ISA Road show.

Bowls England have now launched their new website www.bowlschildprotect.co.uk and is worth a visit.  They will be holding a seminar in April for County Safeguarding Officers dealing directly with how the new Vetting and Barring procedures will affect clubs.

Meanwhile, I have now fielded a number of enquiries from clubs and have met with club representatives to share information.  If your club would like the opportunity to discuss issues around safeguarding and how you should respond please do not hesitate to contact me.
